The poolside party featured a talk by Mr. Richard Winter, an ex-POW of Corregidor,
 Philippines on his experience during the fall of Corregidor on May 6, 1942. American troops had fought for 5 months, which kept the Japanese from advancing to Australia. After the fall of Corregidor, POWs were shipped to Japan. A total of 12500 American troops were captured from Corregidor. On the way to Japan, US submarines were torpedoing Japanese ships without knowing that POWs were on board, with them were Filipinos. 100 POWs were sent to work in Yokohama shipyard 1942-45; some Allies POWs were sent to another part of Japan to work in a steel mill and their destination was unkown.  Currently, there are about 70 Corregidor survivors who met once a year. Mr. Winter gave the association five disks of  CORREGIDOR-MY STORY by  Richrad T. Winter. To show our appreciation to Mr. Winter at age of 90, Nancy Lo presented two books to him: The Nanking massacre 70 years of amnesia and Escape from Heng Yang-the memoir of a six-year-old refugee girl by Chung Yao, translated by Eugene Lo Wei.
At the poolside party was Col. Frank Mason, USMC, a long time APHAFIC member and  another ex POW.  Col Mason’s unit was stationed in Shanghai before the war when he was a Sergeant Major. His unit relocated to Corregidor when the Japanese overran Shanghai. Col Mason added that  the Japanese attempted several invasions of Corregidor, and were turned back by the Marines each time, with many Japanese surrendering to the American forces. However, the surrender by General Wainwright ended their resistance. Mason was later sent to Japan to work as a slave laborer in
lead mines in Kamioka, Japan. He survived through some incredible good luck and
personal resourcefulness, stayed in the Corps, received a commission, and
fought in Korea, including at the Chosin Reservoir.
Approximately 60 people attended the summer event.  During the dinner time, Lucia’s Dance group performed six beautiful Hawaii dances:  1. Happy me 2. Green Rose Hula 3. Yi Lai Shan 4. Pilinamau 5. God Bless America 6. Tahition  and ended with a dance joined by attendees.
In between dances were riddles lead by Dr. Howard Cheng (what makes a fortune chicken?), jokes by Jack Meng and solo by Dr. David Hu: "Santa Lucia" and  " Ocean-My Home Land". Other contributors to this event are Mary Yan-Lee, the program MC; Lilin Wang, registration; Wendy and Jack Meng, food ordering;s Alex Chuang, music equipment, Cathy Chen, logistics; and David LaRocque, meeting notes.

Gen. Edward P. King, Jr., surrendered his forces to the Japanese. General Wainwright surrendered the remainder of the American forces on Corregidor and elsewhere in the Philippines on May 6, 1942.
